Outcome S1.1 Demonstrates introductory knowledge, skills, and understanding of concepts related to technology (as described in the ISTE National Educational Technolgy Standards for Teachers).

This piece of evidence comes from the reflective process that I went through at the end of the class EDUC 6662 Multimedia Tools:  How to Research, Plan, and Communicate With Technology.  I reflected on how I have used and continue to use the standards as described in the ISTE.  In this article, I rated myself according to how I felt that I had accomplished many of these goals.


On each of these outcomes, I feel that I have used technology on a level in which the students would benefit from that use.  The first goal on the ISTE Standards Rubric states, “Demonstrating introductory knowledge, skills, and understanding of concepts related to technology.”   I have demonstrated mastery of this goal by being involved in the class as well as the entire program.  Another way in which I have demonstrated that I have attained the knowledge to achieve this outcome would be the one-to-one initiative in our school.  As teachers, we were required to attend a three-day session during the summer as well as having the opportunity to take an optional two-day conference later on in the summer.  I became involved in this entire process as well as volunteering my services to the rest of the faculty to help on any computer difficulties that arise.  I also feel that I have demonstrated this outcome time and again while in this class with all the different types of technology used and documents completed.
