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Outcome S2.1:  Designs developmentally appropriate learning opportunities that apply technology-enhanced instructional strategies to support the diverse needs of learners.

To meet this outcome, I have taken this assignment from the class:  EDUC 6615 Effective Teaching Using Learning Styles and Multiple Intelligences, Week 7, Task Rotation.  The focus of this assignment is for the students to be exposed to different styles of learning and using multiple intelligences.  The assignment is based on four different activities that help the students understand the play Romeo and Juliet.  In the first activity, the students are to use the internet to research the time period when the story takes place. I will have a study guide in use to help guide the students’ discoveries.  Another activity in this lesson has the students using the program Inspiration to help them arrange the characters according what side they take part.
