Outcome S2.3 Identifies and locates technology resources and evaluates them for accuracy and suitability.

This evidence for this outcome came out of my last course in my master’s program called EDUC 6665 Technology, Leadership, and a Vision for the Future, week 5 labeled “Researching Resources.”  During this week, we looked at different ideas in which our students could use internet sources to research a topic.  For many of the topics entered, a student could “hit” on hundreds of available websites.  The main idea behind these searches would be to find the most reliable and accurate websites available.  


In this piece of evidence, I talk about the resources to finding information on the Missouri River.  When planning for this type of project, I make sure that I do a lengthy search on many of the sites that the students will also be researching.  This allows me to answer some of the questions the students may have, and it also helps me to prepare handouts for the students to discuss “good” websites versus “bad” websites.  The students will then have a structured search because they know the facts about what constitutes reliable and up-to-date websites versus those that are old and do not dwell into the facts of the issue.  

Once a student has used the internet sites, this activity will then move on into other types of technology research.  The students may then contact any of the sources via email to ask more in depth questions.  This type of activity will help the students when they go to a higher institute of learning.  They can have that confidence in knowing how do a great internet search that will save time.
