Outcome S2.4 Plans for the management of technology resources within the context of learning activities.

During EDUC 6663 Integrating Technology in the Curriculum, Part I: week 4-Creating a WebQuest, I completed the assignment for my sophomore English class.  However, the evidence I am to present was a webquest I discovered while teaching William Shakespeare to my 9th grade English class.  The webquest that I discovered was at the address: http://cte.jhu.edu/techacademy/web/2000/hebert/ .  This website had the students researching the time of William Shakespeare.
