Outcome S3.2. Uses technology to support learner-centered strategies that address the diverse needs of students.

Using a reflection piece that I did during the last week of the class, EDUC 6630 Instructional Models and Strategies, I discussed the use of all the strategies we went through in the duration of the class.  These strategies contain the inductive learning, the master model, and concept attainment, just to name a few.  During this class, we were exposed to different strategies that may reach as many students in our classes as possible.


The strategies used during this class do support learner-centered activities and are used for the diverse needs of the students.  These strategies have been designed to allow the students more control in the information they handle as well as in-depth activities to make those lessons more meaningful to the students.
