Outcome S4.2 Uses technology resources to collect and analyze data, interpret results, and communicate findings to improve instructional practice and maximize student learning.


The class in which I accomplished this outcome would be EDUC 6620 Collaborative Action Research, week 8.  The entire class was devoted to a collaborative action research paper.  During this entire class, I had used many different sources from the internet to help find information on my chosen topic, which was how the one-to-one initiative would affect students’ writing skills.  I enjoyed researching this topic because it was something that was, at the time, very new and very relevant to my teaching assignment.

When I was enrolled in this class, I spent many hours using different sources to find relevant articles to my collaborative action research.  I used this knowledge to help my students find information for their own research papers.  Because I had recently had the opportunity to do my own research paper, I felt that I was better prepared to direct the students initial attempts with their online searches.
