Outcome S4.3 Applies multiple methods of evaluation to determine students’ appropriate use of technology resources for learning, communication, and productivity.

This outcome is reflected in my work during the course EDUC 6665 Technology, Leadership, and a Vision for the Future, week 7, “Technology Goals Action Plan.”  In this document, I discuss the value of using a curriculum mapping software to help align or change my curriculum to meet the state standards.  I also discuss the use of an e-portfolio in my classroom.  This e-portfolio would allow the students to decide their best work, to make changes to past work completed, and to be able to communicate with other teachers on how to accomplish this final project.

This piece of evidence shows that to help thoroughly evaluate the students’ overall work, an electronic portfolio would be another way to assess what the student has learned. In my class, I employ other types of assessment such as rubrics, paper/pencil applications, as well as overall computer projects.  In the e-portfolio, the student would have to look at all his or her work that he or she has accomplished over the year and decide which projects or papers would best describe that student’s learning.  It would allow the student to ponder into the class work and employ higher order thinking skills.  Communication would be a skill that would greatly improve the student’s portfolio.  Students may have to communicate with former instructors on the use of software to complete this task.  Since this is their representation of their abilities in the classroom, they would want to produce the best possible final project.  To emphasize their best possible attributes, technology would, of course, be implemented into this product.  Students would increase their levels of know-how on this type of project.
