Outcome S5.1 Uses technology resources to engage in ongoing professional development and lifelong learning.

This outcome has been demonstrated throughout this entire master’s program.  The one course in which I first discussed the ability to engage in life-long learning would be in course EDUC 6661 Exploring New Technologies:  The Impact on Society, Work, and Education, Week 7 entitled “The District Technology Plan.”  In this document, I reviewed the goals of the district where I currently teach.  My school has played an active role in furthering my education.  They set up a reimbursement policy in which they pay for a portion of my tuition as an incentive to acquire my master’s degree.  They also allow for many professional days as well as monthly technology seminars.


This outcome has clearly been met by my participation in this degree program.  Every week, I was exposed to a new type of technology or a new way to incorporate that technology in my classroom.  It allowed me to make contacts with people from all over this great country and ways in which their school work.  


The second way in which I have met this outcome would be in the projects that my school has set up over the three years in which I have taught there.  They are continually educating the staff on new technologies available, sending teachers to national or regional conferences, and providing opportunities to further our education online.  During my last teacher evaluation, my principal informed me that when I am doing with my master’s program, I may enroll in an AP class that she discovered online.  This is something that I look forward to in the future.  I want to continue to achieve my career goals so that I may bring as much to the classroom as I possibly can.
