Outcome S5.4 Uses technology to communicate and collaborate with peers, parents, and the larger community in order to nurture student learning.

This outcome was reflected through the first class that I took in my masters’ degree program:  EDUC 6610 Teacher as Professional during week 4 called Parent Relationships.  As a class, we discussed how we kept in contact with parents.  This piece of evidence shows that I am willing to contact parents in a variety of ways.  Because of the advancement of technology to the masses, contacting a parent through email continues to be the media of choice.

Using email daily to stay in contact with parents, coworkers, and students has helped in nurturing the students’ learning.  This assignment really demonstrates how I have used technology to help each of my students.
