Outcome S6.1 Models and teaches legal and ethical practice related to technology use.

This outcome was reflected on during week one, “Ethical Student Use on the Web,” in the class:  EDUC 6664 Integrating Technology in the Curriculum, Part II.  This piece of evidence discusses how students need to be taught about plagiarism.  They do not understand what type of material is considered “protected” and what information is “open territory.”  An ongoing process that should be taught from junior high through high school.  It is an important aspect that many students do not feel is that important.

In this document, I demonstrated how I would prepare the students to the use of correct form of documentation.  I would give them examples of papers where citations needed to be used and where the information was general enough where citations do not need to used.  Using online citation websites was another way in which the students could find resources on the correct use of citations.  The last way to really make the students understand if they are truly using citations in the correct manner would be to use the web site www.turnitin.com.  I would demonstrate this technique by using a student’s paper and showing the class just how much of the paper was cited correctly or incorrectly.  I would demonstrate to the students the legal and ethical use of documentation in these three ways:  model examples, display citation sites, and enter their papers into a website.
