Outcome S6.3 Identifies and uses technology resources that affirm diversity.

For this outcome, the idea came out of the class EDUC 6661 Exploring New Technologies:  The Impact on Society, Work, and Education, week one, where we had to brainstorm ideas for our website.  In this student example, kids in my class were to take five vocabulary words and define those words in five ways.  These ways included a picture of what they thought the word meant, synonyms, a sentence, the definition, and the part of speech. They were to use the program inspiration to help accomplish this project.


The reason why I chose this project was that there are students who think differently.  Many students use a visual intelligence, and I do not feel that I cover that type of intelligence very well when I teach vocabulary.  This project came from my use of Inspiration and talking with another teacher.  In this project, students could identify the parts of the word that I normally want them to be able to identify, but then they can make meaning out of that word.  They would do this by finding a picture using Inspiration or the internet.  This picture would represent what they felt the word “looked like” according to their perceptions.  It worked well with many of my students.  With this type of project, students that normally do not excel at vocabulary at least improved in the area of retention with this list of words.
