It gives background information about William Shakespeare as well as his plays, sonnets, and poems.  It also goes into the controversial debate over some of his works.  This debate is well researched with more than one opinion on the “true” author.  The author of this website has been the award winner of a Web English Teacher Outstanding Resource Award along with four other awards.  I want my students to be aware of Shakespeare and all his works.  This site is set up in a format that is conducive to learning important information on William Shakespeare.

http://www-tech.mit.edu/Shakespeare/ :  This site allows the students to read the complete works of William Shakespeare on the internet.  If by chance they forget their books at school, they can access this information from their home computer.  The creator, Jeremy Hylton, is an alumnus from MIT.  He was the school’s editor-in-chief from 1990-1996.  

http://papertoys.com/globe.htm : This is a site that allows the students to print out a copy of the Globe theatre.  Some students learn better when they can visualize and this 3-D model will help some students better understand the layout of the theatre.
